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The purpose of the Order of the Arrow is fourfold:

1. To recognize those Scout campers who best exemplify the Scout Oath and Law;

2. To develop and maintain camping traditions and spirit;

3. To promote Scout camping; and

4. To crystallize the Scout habit of helpfulness into a life purpose of Leadership in cheerful service to others.  

A Scout or Scouter is eligible for election to the Order when the following are met:

The Scout or Scouter must be a registered member of a Boy Scout troop or Varsity Scout team;

Hold the rank of First Class (youth only);

The Scout or Scouter must have experienced fifteen (15) days and nights of Boy Scout camping and long-term camp consisting of six consecutive days and five nights of resident camping, and the balance of the camping must be short-term camping;

Adult selection is based on their ability to perform the necessary functions to help the Order fulfill its purpose, and is not for recognition.  Selected adult Scouters must be an asset to the Order because of demonstrated abilities, and provide a positive role model for the youth members of the lodge.  

Rules for election:

1. Elections are held once each year;

2. The troop MUST have 50 percent of its registered youth members in attendance at the election or the election will not take place.  A new date can be chosen for the election at that time.

3. The troop must provide to the Election Team a list of all eligible youth members from the troop.  The list must include Scout’s full name, address, phone number and date of birth.

4. The troop will provide ballots for all troop members.

5. Adult nomination forms should be given to the Election Team or forwarded to the Chapter Adviser prior to __________________.

6. All youth members of the troop are eligible to vote in the Scout election.  The Troop Committee members conduct the election for the adult nomination.  The adult nomination is subject to approval at the lodge.
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
